5 question listening portion (5 points) -- students will listen to brief portions of music and identify what period they originate from, CLASSICAL or ROMANTIC

20 question answer portion (5 points) -- students will answer questions on topics from Classical to Romantic periods and their major composers

10 question matching portion (5 points) – students will identify composers for each of the compositions listed, or list composers for compositions
1 question essay portion (25 points)– students will answer question(s) in essay form, and, when necessary, cite examples to support essay.  Essay should include a beginning, middle and ending section and be in PARAGRAPH FORM for full credit! (5 points – paragraph, 5x3 points for answering each question posed)
